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Interjection, 
Exclamation Mark, 
Exclamatory Word & 
Exclamatory Sentence. 
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In English Language there 
are 8 parts of speech. 

They are NAPVAPCI. 

1) Noun 
2) Adjective 
3) Pronoun 
4) Verb 
5) Adverb 
6) Preposition 
7) Conjunction 
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8) Interjection 

Let’s learn about the last 
parts of speech i.e. 
Interjection. 

In simple words, Interjection 
words that express sudden 
feelings & emotions. An 
interjection expresses one’s 
emotion. 
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So, no Grammar rules to 
follow while placing an 
interjection words in a 
sentence as they are short 
words. 

1) Interjection  words are 
always single word like 
Aha, Alas, Bravo, Cheers, 
Eh, Hmm, Indeed, Oh, 
Ouch, Phew, Well and 
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Wow are some examples 
of Interjection.   

Interjection words are in 
sentence as follows: 

Ah! the earthquake has 
destroyed many villages. 

 

    Wow! You look amazing          

    everyday. 
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Ouch! that hurts. 

 

Ah! the beggar fell down 
and he was hurt badly. 

 

2)Exclamation mark(!) : 
Exclamation mark (!)  is a symbol or 
sign that is used after interjection 
word & exclamatory sentence. 

We use an exclamation mark!   
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Words or sentences which show 
immediate reaction/sudden feelings 
about some person or thing like 
anger, surprise, fear, pain, praise, 
sadness, excitement or happiness, 
etc. 

Interjections are those words in 
English language that need an 
exclamation mark(!) to complete.  

 for e.g. Wow!, Shh!, Hurrah!, Hurray!, 
Yuck!, Yeh!, Alas! etc.  

How to use Interjection and 
exclamation mark in a sentence , it 
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starts with Interjection word then 
exclamation mark thereafter rest of 
the sentence. 

e.g 

Hurrah! We have won the match. 

Ah! What a pity? 

Yah! Our team won the match. 
 

Next, 

3)Exclamatory Sentence: 
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A sentence  that expresses sudden/ 
strong feelings or emotions, ends 
with an exclamation mark are called 
exclamatory sentence. 

Exclamatory sentences examples 
are: 

How beautiful the sky is! 

What  a silly mistake I made! 

How beautiful the rainbow is! 

What a lovely dress! 

How nice of you! 

How beautiful the day is! 
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What a wonderful day! 

What an amazing videos! 

What a lovely surprise! 

What fun! 

How wonderful! 

How nice it looks on you! 

How lucky! 

What a victory!
